Logan Unified School District #326 Board of Education, met in regular session to conduct school business.  Members present when the meeting was called to order were: Phillip Gottstine, President; Ryan Grammon, Vice-President; Christina Delimont, member; Shane DeBoer, member; Lloyd Schneider, member; Lynette Stockman, member and Colby Greving, member.

CALL TO ORDER:  Phil Gottstine, President, called the meeting to order at 8:00 p.m.  
 
CONSENT AGENDA:  After a brief discussion, Lynette Stockman moved the consent agenda; minutes of the November 13, 2017, regular meeting; purchase orders, and warrants be approved as presented.  Ryan Grammon seconded the motion.  Motion carried 7-0.

COMMUNITY PRESENTATIONS: None presented.

PRINCIPAL’S REPORT: Mr. Kirkendall reported on the location of the High School Sub-State Tournament, which will be hosted at Palco High School.  Sub-State wrestling will be held in Goodland.

Phil Gottstine moved to extend Mr. Gower and Mr. Kirkendall’s contracts through June 2020. Colby Greving seconded the motion. Motion carried 7-0.
