CALL TO ORDER:  Jim Ashmore, President, called the meeting to order at 8:00 p.m.
 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Jim Ashmore asked to have items A. Curriculum for 26-27 School Year and B. Endowment Fund added under the Principal’s Report.  Phil Gottstine moved the consent agenda with added items; minutes of the September 8, 2025, regular meeting, agenda, purchase orders, and warrants to be approved as presented.  Brandi Archer seconded the motion.  Motion carried 7-0.

COMMUNITY PRESENTATIONS:  There were no community presentations.

PRINCIPAL’S REPORT:  Mr. Kirkendall discussed the options for junior high sports practices to take place earlier in the day to allow students to ride buses home.  They would have to make sure hours line up for the students that don’t play sports and for the ones that don’t play all sports.

Mr. Kirkendall’s final item was the Endowment Fund. There was discussion on the possibility of funds going towards college classes the high school students take.

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT:  Mr. Gower gave an overview of the final enrollment figures for K-12 after adding the qualified preschool age students, we are at 118.5 students.

Mr. Gower next reported to the board an update regarding the money being awarded to the district thru Title programs.  It has been delayed but they are hoping for it to become available yet in October.  This federal money is what is used to pay the Title 1 salary.  

Mr. Gower also informed the board he had been looking at different options for an activity bus and we would be looking at roughly $90,000 for a used one.  He also discussed the different options for repairing the current one along with re-sealing areas that leak.
